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Jade explores the possibilities for an emerging residential typology which
offers the amenity of large detached homes within higher density
developments at well sought, desirable locations such as along the beaches
of the Gold coast. The functional planning of these 'one per floor’ residences,
beach houses and penthouse has been carefully considered to allow all the
spaces to take advantage of the cross flowing breezes, ocean and hinterland
views. The design intent was to bring elements of the beach inside sach
apartment, penthouse&beach house through materials and design. This
inspired the use of textures and materials and the introduction of a swimming
pool on each level. The water element is integeal to the building fabric and
the interiors with the pool, in a staggered arrangement up the building,
combining living, dining, outdoor and kitchen spaces to the bormowed
landscape of the ocean and hinterland. In response to the elliptical form of
the building the interior layout was designed so that the curvilinear form
leads through varying open spaces and corridors, separating the Master
retreat from the guest wing. The strength of the curvilinear corridors is
emphasised by the application of horizontal veneer and the light reflection
on the polished stucco walls. Timber and glass sliding doors disappear back
into walls to maintain connectivity and ransparency. The results surpass the
level of expectation of apartment living to deliver a variety of spaces which
are both private and intimate and open o the views.

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The Cliffs

Brishane has flourished in recent years with a flux of development that
takes advantage of the Brishane River and the amenity that comes with
living close to the city heart. This has created a demand for smaller scale,
mare boutique developments as an adjunct the many large scale towers,
'The Cliffs' is an example of the evolution of this new apartment
typolagy, The design objective is to provide a high quality living
environment which combines the convenience of inner city living with
the quality and attention to detail of an individual house. The result is
seven residences over four levels, with private lift access and city views to
the north. Living spaces flow to the generous decks through bifold doors,
The two apartments per floor arrangement allows for full cross ventilation
of the apartments, reducing the need for air conditioning. Commaon
facilities for the residents include a large pool deck area, gym, bbg and
associated deck spaces. The penthouse includes its own roof top pool
and bar area. Acoustic amenity has been carefully considered to lessen
the noise effects due to the proximity of the Captain Cook Bridge.
Consideration has given to acoustically protecting outdoor spaces as wel|
as indoors spaces. Apartment termaces have been partially enclosed with
curtain walled screens, noise deflecting handrails and sound absorbing
ceilings. Externally, stone cladding combined with Alucobond panels and
Evergreen glazing articulate the facade. The material selections are low
maintenance and understated.

Penthouse

The Cliffs Penthouse offers living and outdoor spaces that are a haven for
relaxation or a sensational enterfaining venue, Spread across two levels,
atop the Kangaroo Point cliffs, the sweeping views to the city and story
bridge were captured by the arrangement of furnishings designed to
enjoy the Cliffs lifestyle.

Brishane has rediscovered its river and the inner city flourished with an influx of residents recognising the
lifestyle benefits of near city neighbourhoods such as Mew Farm and Teneriffe as desirable and comvenient
for work, recreation and amenity. LeTage reflects this sodial realisation and need for an increased density
living offering a preferable option to the large apartiment complexes which have become a dominant feature
within the inner-city and along the river.

LeTage evolved from our clients understanding and recognition of the benefits in providing a high quality
living environment which combines the convenience and exciternent of inner city living with the space,
privacy and amenity of a traditional home, The result is 5 residences, one per floor, with private lift access
within a contemporary expression of urban living, The site sits high above the river on the Kangaroo Point
cliffs with a commanding view to the Storey Bridge and the city. Internal ponds at the entrance to each
residence separate the functional zones of public and private and extend the reference of water as an
element connecting the entry gatehouse through to the river, A central corridor acts as a breezeway and
vistially links the resident to the street and the river. The apartment interiors feature timber floors, extensive

use of timber veneers, stone and glass in a clean and contemporary palette, Externally, random tiles, render
and coral stone expresses and delineate the levels.
